STANDARD CONTRACT AND AGREEMENT

FOR CONSULTING

AGREEMENT is made on October 2, 2009, by and between COLORADO MOUNTAIN JUNIOR COLLEGE DISTRICT (hereinafter referred to as the “College”) and ____________(hereinafter referred to as the “Consultant”).

1. The term of this agreement shall be for one (1) year.  Unless terminated as otherwise provided in this document this Agreement shall be automatically renewed for one year periods upon its termination date and each year thereafter.  This Agreement shall not be construed to create a multiple-fiscal-year debt or obligation of the College.  Any and all obligations of the College under this Agreement beyond the current fiscal year are subject to the annual appropriation of necessary funds by the Board of Trustees of the College.
2. The Consultant agrees to perform the services outlined in Schedule A.  The college shall pay to Consultant the sum(s) detailed in Schedule B (may be submitted as an Invoice).
3. It is expressly understood and agreed that the Consultant is an independent contractor performing the activities and services under this Agreement as an independent contract, and that Consultant is not a College employee in his/her performance of this Agreement.  It is further expressly understood and agreed that as an independent consultant, the independent consultant is not entitled to any benefits, including workers’ compensation benefits and Consultant is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on any monies earned pursuant to the contract relationship.
4. Consultant must acquire and maintain workmen’s compensation and liability insurance in at least such amounts as are required by Colorado law for Consultant and all of Consultant’s employees performing work on College property.  Certificates of insurance attesting to this coverage shall be furnished to the College within 30 days from the execution of this Agreement.
5. The Consultant certifies pursuant to C.R.S. § 8-17.5-102(1) that, at the time of the contract, it does not knowingly employ or contract with an illegal alien.
6. Either party may terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without cause, by providing written notification 30 days in advance.  Consultant will be paid upon termination for any outstanding and valid invoices for services satisfactorily rendered.
7. To the extent permitted by law, Consultant agrees to save, indemnify, and hold College harmless from and against any and all claims, demands, suits, and actions of anyone not a party to this Agreement, includ​ing without limitation College employees, agents, and licenses for loss, injury, damage, or liability of any kind whatsoever arising directly or indirectly out of the Consultant's performance of this Agreement.
8. All research, data, plans, documents and the like relating to or arising from this Agreement are property of the College unless otherwise specified in the Scope of Work (Schedule A).  Any reuse without prior written authorization is prohibited.  All users of College technology are expected to use those resources in a responsible, ethical, efficient and professional manner consistent with all applicable laws, including FERPA, and College policies and procedures.
9. Consultant agrees not to directly engage any client introduced to Consultant by College without prior written consent of College Purchasing and Contracts Manager.

Consultant may not assign Consultant’s rights or obligations under this Agreement without the College’s prior written agreement.
